To list a production for Shows on the Go touring al | of the following criteria must be met:
Producer must be an incorporated body (or auspiced by an incorporated body)

All participants must be professional performers and crew paid at a rate which complies with an applicable
award. (see budget section on next page)

The Production must be available to tour for a four to eight week period between February and November
2011.

The Production must be fully self-contained (i.e. the crew and cast must be able to undertake all bump ins
and bump outs and technical operation of the show without additional venue staff ). The budget must
include award wages for an adequate number of cast and crew to undertake all production tasks.

The Production will tour with all necessary sets, lighting and sound equipment in order to be able to perform
in venues that have little or no technical equipment. The budget must include equipment hire costs.

As Shows on the Go are self-drive tours, the majority of the Touring Party must be licensed drivers 21 years
old or over.

The Production must have been professionally produced/presented before 30 May 2010.

Production must not depict or endorse any form of smoking. Shows on the Go is supported by Healthway
promoting a SmokeFree WA.

All sections of the Cyberpaddock production profile must be completed correctly or clearly marked “not
applicable”. Incomplete applications will NOT be considered.

Figures quoted in the budget section for Weekly Fee and Remount Costs must consider the budget notes on
the following page.

A workshop component must be included as a part of the tour.

The Cyberpaddock production profile must be completed by 5pm on Thursday 22 April 2010 to take
advantage of the Early Bird Application Fee  of $55.00 or by Friday 30 April 2010 (at the full fee of
$65.00).

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Shows on the Go Fee budget notes
You must complete the budget section of your production profile on Cyberpaddock.

The following costs will be funded by Country Arts WA and community presenters, and should NOT be included in
your calculations:

- Tour Manager - Living Away From Home allowances (per diems)

(Country Arts WA's on-road representative) - Marketing (posters, flyers and television

- Accommodation at award standards commercial)
- Travel (airfares, vehicle hire and fuel)
- Freight

The following information may be useful in working out your Weekly Fee and Remount:

- All figures in your budget should be EXCLUSIVE of GST

- Calculation of wages for performers should take into consideration the Entertainment & Broadcasting Industry
- Actors (Theatrical) - Award 1998 or other relevant award. For calculation purposes, the Award outlines a
minimum weekly rate for a Performer Class 2 of $763.00 plus allow for an increase of up to 3% for 2011.
Please note that the Performers Collective agreement outlines a rate of $1,003.28 per week.
Calculation of wages for crew should take into consideration the Entertainment & Broadcasting Industry - Live
Theatre and Concert - Award 1998. For calculation purposes, the Award outlines a minimum weekly rate for
Theatrical Employee Level 4 of $658.32 plus allow for an increase of up to 3% for 2011.

- Calculation of wages should take into consideration the likelihood of working six days per week and on
Sundays throughout the tour.

- Production must be fully self-contained (ie. the crew and cast must be able to undertake all bump ins and bump
outs and technical operation of the show without relying on the Country Arts WA Tour Manager or venue staff).
The budget must include wages for an adequate number of cast and crew to undertake these tasks.

- Production must tour with all necessary sets, lighting and sound equipment  (including sound and lighting
desks) in order to be able to perform in venues that don’'t have their own technical equipment. The budget must
include equipment hire costs.

- Productions with a Weekly Fee above $20,000.00 will not be considered as these costs are outside the reach
of community presenters.
