Some good tips on putting together a funding application:
Look closely at the guidelines to make sure that you and your project fits!  
1. Talk to the person who manages the grant about your idea.  If it is YCulture Regional funding, you need to talk to the Regional Youth Arts Development Officer at Country Arts WA first (this information is generally on the application form or guidelines).  Most funding bodies won’t assess your application if you haven’t made this first step.
2. Be clear about what the young people involved will get out of it.  The assessment panel needs to get a good sense of why you are doing it and what you will get out of it.  Remember – youth arts projects should be about skills development and community involvement!
3. Stay true to one concept and keep it simple.
4. Include letters of support from people/businesses/corporations/elders/artists in your community.  
5. Include the CVs of the artist/s you will be working with and their quotes for their fees.  Also, make sure you check the work they have done in the past to make sure they are the right artist for your group.  
6. Make sure that the artist/s you are working with have a Working With Children Check http://www.checkwwc.wa.gov.au/default.htm and current police clearance.
7. Make sure that your budget is realistic and is backed up by quotes.
8. Hand in your acquittal on time to so you can receive future funding from the same funding body.  
9. Always keep a copy of your application.

10. Call and check to see whether the project officer has received your application.

11. Make sure you submit your application on time!  Check closing dates and make sure you allow enough time for the application to reach its destination.
